The Shediac Squadron had an active year. We had eleven Bridge Meetings and four Boat Show Meetings .These meetings provided the direction for the squadron to undertake and complete the various actions needed to provide Boating Educational and Safety courses to the recreational boaters in our area.

 

Training -  Squadron Training Officer  Frank advises the following:

Boating – 24 students, 

Seamanship   (New) –11 students – ongoing. This a beta test of this course.

Navigation With GPS –12 students – Exam written.

VHF/DSC – 12 students.  We have 10 students for a pending (DFO) course.           

Boat Pro –18 students (Fall) -10 Students (Winter) – Course held April 11/12th with 46 students.  

PCOC – 70 persons successfully challenged at the Boat Show. Three (3) failed. They could  attend the April 11/12 Boat Pro course or re-challenge at the course.

Finances – as of March 31, 2008 our NET WORTH is $ 13,182.46, Operating Income $16,721.47 and Operating Expenses  $11,558.24.
 A donation to the CPS Foundation of $176.00 is pending.     .

Membership – We have 224 members as of this date including Fall 2007 Boating students and Associated Members who passed the Boat Pro test since July 1. 07

Communications - 90% of our members are on e-mail. This permits rapid communication with the members. If we do not have your email yet we encourage you to send it to us.
